	Lesson 
5 minutes
	Today we are doing a simulation 

Location: Remote Tropical Island!
Located far away from any land. 

There is no boat or plane to mainland. 

15 people are on the island on vacation.

But suddenly war begins! And an atomic apocalypse will occur soon. 

There is a bunker on the island where people can survive up to a year with food, water and beds. But only 8 people can survive.

	Round 1
15 minutes
	Teacher hangs professions on the board for students to look at, and goes over them with the class. 

Students are divided into groups and provided with a “selection sheet” in which they can choose the eight people and discuss why that person was selected. 
Students are given about 15 minutes to decide the first round, then must copy the choices/reasons in their journals. 


	Round 2
20 minutes
	
Teacher introduces new information about each person, both good and bad.
Students will decide a second time who will be in the bunker. 

	Debrief
5 minutes
	Teacher will discuss with students who went into the bunker the second time, why their opinions changed.
